Small business has largely been 
overlooked in the Federal Government’s 
$1 billion clean-technology grants 
package because most SMEs fall short of 
the energy use thresholds. 

� e package, unveiled by Industry 
and Innovation Minister Greg 
Combet recently, aims to boost capital 
investment across the manufacturing 
sector as companies use the grants to 
buy new plant equipment to reduce their 
carbon footprint. 

� e lion’s share of the Clean 
Technology Investment Program, $800 
million, will be reserved for general 
manufacturers who exceed de� ned 
annual energy consumer thresholds. � e 
government has announced it will match 
eligible manufacturers on a dollar-for-
dollar basis and this, combined with the 
high Australian dollar, will mean that 
companies looking to import equipment 
could be paying about one third of the 
price they would have otherwise been 
paying. But small operators will have to 
be big emitters to qualify and most won’t 
fall into this category. 

For many SMEs seeking federal 
and state grants, emission thresholds 
might not be the biggest barrier to 
support. 

Some owners can’t always a� ord 
to allocate precious resources to 
securing grants.
